Addressed to the Third Person of the Blessed Trinity, it is a powerful plea
for the light and strength and love so sorely needed by every Christian.

The Novena begins on the day after the Solemnity of the Ascension, Friday of the 6th Week of
Easter, even if the Solemnity of the Ascension is transferred to the 7th Sunday.

Personal Prayer: Pathway to Joy

Everyone knows that personal prayer is important. You can't expect to deepen a
relationship with God talking with Him only once a week! But how, in the midst of the
busy, noisy life we all lead, can we develop a pattern of daily prayer that really works? 5
And if we are successful in carving out some moments for prayer, what do we do?
How should we spend that time in way that would be most fruitful?
